Help restore funding for family planning and women’s health care!  Governor Christie’s FY11 state budget proposed the complete elimination of state funding for family planning services.  Last year, this budget line allocated over $7 million for basic reproductive health care services and over 136,000 patients were served by family planning providers throughout New Jersey.  

This proposal hurts women and costs the state money.  Each public dollar spent to provide family planning services saves an estimated $4 that would otherwise be spent in Medicaid-related costs alone.  So, for the money saved by eliminating state funding for women’s health care, the state will pay at least $28 million more in Medicaid expenses.  

Planned Parenthood is mounting a postcard campaign to demonstrate to Governor Christie and state legislators the overwhelming support of women and men in the state of New Jersey for women's health care and to restore funding for family planning in the State budget.
