Buffer zoned “help prevent violence and allow women to safely access critical reproductive health services,” says Eleanor Smeal. … But now, the Supreme Court is considering a case, McCullen v. Coakley, that questions the right to establish and maintain clinic buffer zones.  [Editor’s note: this is ironic, as the Supreme Court itself has a buffer zone to keep protestors at a distance.]
